UBRA World Finale 2010 RULES:
1. The UBRA reserves the right to refuse any entry due to unsportsmanship or unsafe conduct.
2. The UBRA World Show is open to EVERYONE. Contestants who have competed in 8 UBRA runs and have a 2010 membership are eligible for additional UBRA Sidepot money and prizes.
3. The UBRA World Show is a clean slate show. Prizes will be awarded on Sunday 30 minutes following the last rider of the day. 

4. If you want to be stalled together - you must put all entries in the same envelope

5. Late fee applies to anyone who enters or ads a class after 7/23.

6. Carry overs accepted from JJ Classic Futurity & Derby to the Open 4D’s.
7. Dress code – Contestants must wear western hat, boots, long sleeve western shirt, No Sweatshirts or ball caps - Violators $10 fine. Hat fine payable to person who picks up hat in arena.
8. Not knowing the rules IS NOT an acceptable excuse for disobeying the rules.
9. The UBRA and it’s representatives have the final say on all rulings
10. No refunds.  Only exception is a vet-out received by 7pm Friday.  Horse/rider substitutions will be allowed up to an hour before the first class of the day.

11. You will get 3 calls at the gate before you are disqualified

12. No schooling is allowed in the arena.  Riders will be fined $25 for circling a barrel an extra time.  We want to ensure the ground is as fair as possible for every rider. 

13. You may circle once in the arena prior to the start of your run.  You will be fined $10 for any additional circling.  This is to ensure the runs are completed in a timely manner.
14. Open and Youth Classes will be on the 4D half second split 

15. Futurity Side Pot will be paid out on the 2D full second split

16. All classes will have an 75% payback, with 100% added money paid out
17. Tipped barrels result in a no-time.

18. You must have a current negative coggins test on hand

19. In the event of a timer malfunction, the rider will be given the option of a re-ride.  All re-rides must be completed by the end of the class.  If you tipped a barrel during your first run, you will not be given a re-ride.
20. No re-rides will be given for individual equipment or tack malfunction.

21. Riders must compete in the order of the draw.  It is the rider’s responsibility to know when they are up in the class.  Riders running out of turn will be disqualified.

22. We will drag every 5 riders, with big drags every 50 riders.
23. The futurity class is a side-pot only class.  All futurity riders must enter the open to be eligible for the futurity side-pot.  The futurity splits will be based on the fastest futurity rider, not the fastest rider in the open class.

24. All fees (entries, stalls, camping) must be paid prior to first run.  Any fees incurred during previous run must be paid prior to running again. Anyone caught steeling shavings, or using stalls or electric with out paying prior to using will be fined $100. You must pay for stalls and electric prior to use.
25. Showers are available for all overnight competitors.
26. UBRA numbers must be provided to the office for your runs to count. UBRA Membership must be acitive to accumulate points or win bonus money.
27. Vendor booths are available for rent through the UBRA.
